2. The Enemy Is Real

* “For the days will come upon you, when your
enemies will set up a barricade around you
and surround you and hem you in on every
side and tear you down to the ground, you and
your children within you” (Luke 19:43-44).

 “The thief has come but to steal, to kill, and to
destroy. | have come that you might have life
and have it more abundantly” (John 10:10).



Misery Indexes

* Divorce rates up — 30% of children are raised
in single-parent homes.

* Research shows that “living in a single parent
family is strongly correlated with school
failure and problems of delinquency, drug
use, teenage pregnancies, poverty, and
welfare dependency in the United States.”

* Abortion: annually 56 million worldwide



Misery Indexes

* The International Labor Organization (ILO)
reported 12.3 million trafficking victims in
2005, 21 million victims in 2012, and 40.3
million victims in 2016.

* 4.8 million persons in forced sexual
exploitation ... 71% of the trafficked victims
were women while 28% were children



3. The Time Is Short

* “And they will not leave one stone upon
another in you, because you did not know the
time of your visitation” (Luke 19:44).

* “Visitation” is connected to “mercy” in Luke.
